Classes:  Over this last year, a number of attendees have asked me for a clarification to our classes.  The ultimate 
decision is up to you, but here is some info to help you select which class to place your car into. 
 
Corvette ~ Mostly Stock:  Just that, but perhaps with minor modifications such as under hood bright-work, etc, 
upgraded or custom wheels / exhausts, accent paint Vs exotic paint schemes.   
 
Corvette ~ Modified:  As long as it has a Corvette logo….anything goes! 
 
Trucks & Vans:   It’s really up to you on this one!  That open wheeled ’34 pickup with the blown 327 could just as 
easily go here or in Rods & Customs.  
 
Rods & Customs: Think “Little Deuce Coupe”, Ed Roth, George Barris, Rat-rods.  
 
Muscle & Pony:  Think ‘60s & ‘70s and maybe some fast ‘80s examples. 
 
Classic / Street:  Clearly, this is the broadest class this year.  However, the term “Street Rod” does not apply to this 
class. “Street” usually refers to cars after 1980.  “Classic” could be your stock Model T, Duisenberg, or stock ‘40s thru 
‘70s vehicles.   
 
Please note that we have folded the Foreign & Exotics into this class for 2010 because we haven’t had as many as we 
would like to constitute a separate class…..so, your Ford GT40, or Cobra could just as easily go here as in the Muscle 
& Pony class.  If your car does not fall into any of the other classes above, this is where it should go. 
 
The show won’t be as much fun without you, so join us for a fantastic evening to benefit the Food Bank and 
Alzheimer’s Respite Care!
